RNS NeuroCamp has three main goals: educating, mentoring, and researching. To achieve our goal

of educating our participants, the camp will engage students in introductory neuroscience topics

like neurons and neurotransmission, neurological diseases, and neuroanatomy through interactive

lectures, discussions, and hands-on bench science. To mentor students, we will provide

opportunities to learn skills in STEM as well as general professional skills with representatives

from Rice’s Center for Career Development. We will also have opportunities to speak with students

about how to get into a reputable undergraduate program to pursue their academic dreams. Finally,

we plan to teach participants basic lab skills through independent experiments. We hope that

through these three goals, the students will acquire a life-long love for science and neuroscience.

"Young Diplomats & Global Affairs Summer Camp" The Diplomacy Camp is a weeklong camp from

9 a.m. – 4 p.m. daily, featuring discussions with past and present U.S. diplomats and lessons on

countries and cultures worldwide. It culminates with a student-led diplomacy simulation exercise

designed by Assistant Professors Eric Botts and Richard Sindelar. The simulation is modeled on

the United States Diplomacy Center and is the same diplomacy simulation professionals use.

The Precinct4Forward Emerging Leaders Lab program is a free two week youth development

program for rising sophomores and juniors in high school who live or attend school within Harris

County Precinct 4 (HCP4). This program develops participants’ professionalism, leadership skills,

and civic engagement through a combination of direct programming and job shadowing as follows:

Week 1 (July 14- 18): Developmental Workshops & Activities

Week 2 (July 21-25): Corporate Job Shadowing & Culminating Celebration

Participants must commit to attend both weeks of programming.

While most school nurse treatments remain the same as last year.

We are so excited to announce a new physical telehealth service

available with your school nurse and mental health services with

our school counselor.

Through our partnership with Hazel Health, all HISD students can

access virtual health care at no out-of-pocket cost to you or your

family this school year. All it requires is a one-time parental

consent for approval of provided health services. With your given

permission (consent), it is possible for your child to receive basic over the counter medication(s)

for minor illnesses/ receive treatment/or obtain appropriate healthcare referrals through a

provided telehealth visit at school or while at home during the school day. 18+ years of age

students may consent for themselves to receive these services also. You do not have to have

health insurance to sign up. It is not a requirement to have health insurance, but it is just included

in application for gathered health information. You will never be billed for these free student health

services.
