P PSAT Testing: HAIS will offer the PSAT 8/9, the PSAT 10, and the PSAT/NMSQT exams on
October 11th for all 9th-11th grade students. The exams will be digital so students must bring
their device to school that day. The PSAT exams are tests that align to the college admissions
SAT exam. They follow a similar format, and they provide scores that help predict students'

,.;ri" SAT scores and give insights into how students can improve. For 11th graders, the L
PSAT/NMSQT is a qualifying exam for the National Merit Scholarship competition. Students
with excellent scores from around the country can become finalists as seniors and earn great
merit scholarships, but must qualify with a high score on the PSAT. 10th and 11th graders can
also use their scores for TSI completion if they meet the benchmarks. 10th and 11th grade
students are practicing the test format in their AVID courses, and any student who wishes to
do additional study can check out Khan Academy for personalized recommendations and
practice based on their previous PSAT scores
