	Engage: 

Warm-Up/Opening (min)
	Watch the following Youtube video – the married life scene from Up by opening the hyperlink or go to Youtube and pull up the video titled Disney Pixar Up – Married Life – Car 
https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=2PD7qi8VK_o
As you watch, list 3 words on the left of a t-chart that describe the couple from Up – Carl and Elle.  On the right of the t-chart list the actions of the characters that led you to choose the word you wrote on the left.  (Possible words for the left side:  loved, celebrated, joyous, loving, patient, hard-working, caring, resilient, determined, committed)

	Journal Writing – Do you believe in things you cannot see such as ghosts and aliens?  Why or why not?  Write using the “Rule of 3.”  Make three points in your answer – such as three reasons you DO or DO NOT believe in things you cannot see.
Try to write one full notebook paper page.

Allow students to write then pair up and discuss their writing, and then share out to whole class.

On board as students share list the gist of their ideas under the following columns:

	Review tone words on cartoon face page by answering the following questions:
Which tone word fits you when you wake up in the morning on a Monday?

Which tone word fits you on Saturday?

Which tone word fits you during a test?

Review tone words on vocabulary sheet and check puzzle given for homework last night.

Explain that along with being aware of indirect characterization, it’s important to be aware of tone because both can help you reach correct inferences and conclusions.

Pg. 99 Line 397 “Seeing pink elephants all the way?”

Pg. 99 Line 420 “She ran from me as though I were a monster.”

Pg. 100 Line 456 “I drove through it with the indifference of a fly crawling over the face of the moon.”

	Journal Writing – Is it appropriate to discuss ghosts and life after death at school?  Why or why not?

	
	Explore:
Review (min):
	Allow students to pair up and share their work.  Use your partner’s ideas to add to your own ideas.

	Explain that we will be reading a famous radio play, “The Hitchhiker” tomorrow.  Like everything new you read, having background information about the setting helps you understand.  
	Read the radio play on pg. 92 of the textbook.  
Three options for reading:

1. Assign parts in advance and allow students to practice.  Take a grade for reading aloud with good volume and expression.

2. Listen to the modern version on the myhrw.com site.

3. Listen to the original radio play with Orson Welles – one recording can be found at the following link:

	Explain the writing template which uses the format: 
Answer

Cite

Explain 

Students will answer the question:

Who is the hitchhiker and what does he want?

Students will answer the question in their topic sentence and then provide evidence.

Suggest that they refer to the list of important quotes for possible evidence.

After providing at least two pieces of evidence, explain how your evidence and your answer go together.


	Review list of five options for culminating activity and allow students to choose the one they would like to complete. 

	
	Explain:
Guided Practice (min):
	Explain that the information written on the t-chart is all INDIRECT CHARACTERIZATION – Students made inferences about Carl and Ellie based on appearance and actions.  
In direct characterization the writer or playwright simply states what kind of person the character is.

	Read information in “The Hitchhiker” powerpoint with whole class. The ppt contains excellent background information on radio plays, Orson Welles, The War of the Worlds Panic, and locations used in “The Hitchhiker.”  (Can start with slide 7 of the ppt if needed)
	As students listen or read – point out examples of foreshadowing (mother’s lines on pg. 94).  
Also, stop briefly to determine Adams’ tone using list of tone words from vocabulary – might work to stop at the end of each two pages to determine tone.
Remind students that small details matter such as the drops of rain that are mentioned on the hitchhiker’s coat several times and the dialogue about the weather in general.
	After going over template, allow students time to write using the template and the A-C-E format.
	Give students remaining class time to complete the option chosen.

	
	Elaborate:
Independent Practice (min):
	Watch a second video that explains direct and indirect characterization in detail.  Take Cornell Notes as you watch.
Youtube Video – Characterization Lesson Using Disney’s Frozen posted by Mayllie (under 5 mins.)  Video can be opened with this hyperlink:

https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=-ZnD0AGqQ7I
Begin your Cornell Notes with the Essential Question – How do author’s bring character’s to life in writing?

With the teacher’s assistance, check your notes and Add questions to your left-hand column and a summary to the bottom.  Finished notes will have definitions of characterization plus direct and indirect characterization.
Explain to students that correctly inferring information about characters requires paying attention to small hints given in the indirect characterization.

	Reading comprehension practice – connected to Orson Welles’ War of the Worlds, Read “Yes, Aliens (probably) Exist.” 

Complete main idea – details graphic provided with article.
	Complete reading and then ask students who they believe the hitchhiker is.
Possibilities – the ghost of Ronald Adams who died on the bridge

The man who was on the bridge who Ronald actually did hit when he swerved in the rain.
A ghost with a sinister plan to kill Ronald Adams.

Explain that tomorrow students will make a decision and support that decision with evidence.
	Five options for next activity follow.  
Option One

Read in a small group or independently “The Monster in the Maze” a reader’s theater play in the October 26 issue of Scholastic Action (lion with a target on front of magazine).  
Compare events in this play to events in The Hitchhiker.  Write a summary of both texts and complete a Venn Diagram with your similarities and differences.
Option Two

Read “Tell Tale Heart” in the 8th grade textbook and compare the character of Ronald Adams with the narrator of “Tell Tale Heart.”  Are both crazy?  Or, are they faced with extreme stress?  Complete a summary for both texts and a Venn Diagram comparing the two characters.
Option Three

Rewrite Ronald Adams’ beginning and ending lines of “The Hitchhiker” so that they are a one-page poem.

Option Four

Write and perform a two-minute skit with a small group.  The goal of the skit is to have the elements of plot (especially conflict and theme).

Write a summary of your skit’s plot and provide a plot map of the skit before performing for the class.

Option Five

Write a quiz of 20 questions over the play.  Questions must be multiple choice, short answer, and one essay.  Provide a key for your test.
	Complete culminating activity chosen.

	
	Evaluate:
Closing ( min.):
	On your exit ticket, explain the difference between direct and indirect characterization.  
	Share out details selected for details in previous activity.  OR
List all the similarities and differences you can between an expository text (the alien article) and a drama such as the radio play we’re about to read.  Can do this on a Venn Diagram.
	Prepare for your work tomorrow by writing the following on your exit ticket - who you believe the hitchhiker is and why you believe this
	Explain the A-C-E strategy used in your writing today
	Exit ticket – write your opinion of the play The Hitchhiker.  Did you like it?  Why or why not?
