	Lesson Cycle
	Engage: 

Warm-Up/Opening (min)
	· Introduce students to ‘CNN Student News’
· This is a great way to take the students outside of their own community
· Students will take notes while watching the daily clip
· Try to pause after only a couple of stories
· Allow students to ‘think-pair-share’ about what they just saw
· Have students write a brief reflection as their warm-up
· Try to integrate the news stories, issues, etc. with the lessons throughout the week
	· ‘CNN Student News’
· Use instructions written out for Monday
	· Write an interesting quote on the board
· Allow the students a couple of minutes to reflect

· Have students ‘think-pair-share’ their thoughts and opinions about the quote

· Students then have 4 minutes to write a brief reflection
	· Write an interesting quote on the board

· Allow the students a couple of minutes to reflect

· Have students ‘think-pair-share’ their thoughts and opinions about the quote
· Students then have 4 minutes to write a brief reflection

	Explore:
Review (min):
	· This week we will be working on characterization!
· Go over the specifics on characterization with the students.
· Try to minimize the lecture time so they can start implementing the mini lesson.
	· Review the writing process
· Recap on characterization
· Review those specifics

· Introduce POV

· We are going to read two stories this week. (Three Little Pigs and The True Story of the Three Little Pigs)

· The same story is told from opposite points of view
	· Review the writing process
· Review what was read yesterday
· Tell students that we are going to create a bubble map for one of the characters based on this particular story (one of the pigs)

· Before character maps, introduce the students to transition words for their papers.
	· Review the writing process
· Recap on characterization
· We are going to read “The True Story of the Three Little Pigs” today!
· This is written from the wolf’s point of view
	· Review the writing process
· Review what was read yesterday

· Tell students that we are going to create a bubble map for one of the characters based on this particular story (the wolf?)

	
	Explain:
Guided Practice (10 min): 2 Guided Practices Reading/
Writing
	· Students will begin by learning a few hooks for their short stories today
· Have the students copy specific examples in their interactive notebooks
· Students will write a few sentences using those particular hooks. 
· Be sure to model for them.
	· Begin by reading the first couple of paragraphs of the original “Three Little Pigs”
· Stop and allow students to shout out what stood out to them
· Be sure that students are making notes in the margins (get them used to taking notes as they read)
· Allow students to then popcorn read the next few paragraphs
· Stop after every couple of paragraphs to reflect
	· Students will begin by learning a few hooks for their short stories today
· Have the students copy specific examples in their interactive notebooks
· Students will write a few sentences using those particular hooks. 
· Be sure to model for them.
· 10 MIN
· Students will complete a character map of one of the three little pigs
· Be sure to model for them.

· Maybe even try to have one of your own finished as the model example.
