INM/Review (5 min – Some longer this week):

	Quickwrite about the topic chosen on Friday for your personal narrative.  Try to tell the story in chronological order.
Complete a 3-statement anticipation guide for the personal narrative we will read this week.

Statements:

Being athletic is better than being smart.

Men are tougher basketball players than women.

It’s easy to kill a rat with a shotgun.   (Or – everything deserves to live, even bugs and rats.)

	Read “Barriers” (Provided for students) and use it to determine the parts of an excellent personal narrative.  As students try to determine these, remind them that our previous readings were personal narratives.

Guided Practice (15 min):
	
	 Read-aloud, think-aloud the process of predicting the events in “The Great Rat Hunt.”  Textbook pg. 124.  Generate questions we have about the text.  
Read-aloud, think-aloud lines 1 – 45.  Teach students the strategy of making connections to your own life.  Explain that this is an important strategy because it keeps you engaged with the text.
	“The Great Rat Hunt.”  Textbook pg. 124.  Generate questions we have about the text.  

Read-aloud, think-aloud lines 91 to 135.  Again emphasize making connections to your own life.
	Read-aloud, think-aloud story’s ending.
Emphasize making connections to your own life as you read.

Write a final note for this third chunk of the narrative.
