	Lesson Cycle
	Engage: 

Warm-Up/Opening (15 min)
	Looking at a magazine layout or web page on the Smartboard, point out and name text features such as headings, subheadings, sidebars, bulleted lists, pictures, captions, bold print, font variations, and others

Label items on layout or list text features on board for future reference

Ask – why do people spend time including these text features?

How do they help you as a reader?

How would reading be different if everything were black and white and the same all the time?

Point out that paying attention to these details can help you understand what you’re reading.
	Mini – Journal – Write about your own fears OR if you have no fears, write about why people seek out danger such as sky-diving, rock climbing, and hang gliding?

List fears we seek out on board as students discuss their writing.

This topic goes with the expository text students will read today.
	On a piece of notebook paper or a piece of printer paper – have students list their strengths and weaknesses and goals in three columns

Next, ask students to read over their lists.  Can they find and circle a weakness that has helped them in some way?  Can they find and circle a strength that sometimes causes a problem for them?  How do your strengths and weaknesses fit in with your goals?

Explain to students that all of these personality elements come together to make them who they are right now.  These elements – strengths, weaknesses, and goals are synthesized into who you are today.
Explain that today we will consider the idea of synthesis in depth – through a powerpoint and through the analysis of a reading selection
	Have students choose one of the following topics:

1. Our dress code needs to be revised.

2. Students should be allowed to use their cell phones in class.

3. All students at Jane Long should be issued a laptop to use for the school year.

4. Students should be allowed to request menu items at the cafeteria.

For the topic chosen – write three reasons that support your opinion.  


	Reread your three reasons written yesterday during the engage-explore portion of the lesson.

Today, use the same topic, but write three new reasons for the opposite point of view.

For example, if you wrote three reasons yesterday for the topic – Our dress code needs to be revised.

Today – write about why our dress code does NOT need to be revised.

	Using pages 892 – 907 of textbook, identify as many text features as you can with your shoulder partner.  List these on notebook paper or list on a dry erase board.  List name of text feature and page number found.

	Explain:
Guided Practice (10 min):
	Explain that along with attending to text features, the best readers also pay close attention to organizational patterns.  Complete organizational patterns puzzle with a small groupl 

To make the puzzle:  Take the completed puzzle and cut up one copy for each group.  Provide the blank template and have groups place each description in the correct box.

When groups are finished you can provide the key to allow students to check their own work.

Closing ( min.):
	Given three types of information provide the best organizational pattern and text features:

2. Parts of a cell (List with a drawing or diagram pointing to each part)

3. Alternatives to current dress code (Problem – Solution)

4. Information about today’s presidential candidates (Description or Compare-Contrast)

Have students number 1 – 3 on exit ticket slip.

Given the following examples – identify each using one or more words from the word bank.

1. The Texans are the most dedicated team in the NFL.  (opnion and also includes loaded language – most dedicated)
2. Words to describe JJ Watt include committed, amazing, handsome, and caring. (loaded language – becomes an opinion also because of the loaded language)

3. 90% of Houston residents are Texans fans. (factual claim – because it sounds like a fact but needs further proof of its validity)
