	Lesson Cycle
	Engage: 

Warm-Up/Opening (min)
	First Day Necessities:
Get nicknames, seat in alpha order, make nameplates (promise to learn names by Friday – students can quiz me)
Then – engage with get-to-know-you mini project: Self Portrait (Best, Worst, Goal, and Most Important Fact on edges written in complete sentences, self-portrait in middle. 

Show example to share about myself, leave kids to work as teacher completes seating chart and begins to memorize names
	Second Day Necessities:
Put names on folders and composition books

Return syllabus and graded self-portrait. (Include notes to students with grades.)
Ask to put up self-portraits and take back those to put up from students who are willing. 
Answer questions from yesterday’s exit ticket.

Turn in homework (parent info sheet)

Small group assignment for rules and procedures:

Go over CHAMPS

Assign each group a section of the syllabus to represent on a mini poster with their own original drawing and a caption that is 100% in your own words. Name your small group and be ready to present out to class in approximately 15 minutes. 

Remind students of quiz over rules and procedures on Friday
	Third Day Necessities:
Take up comp books and folders brought today. Take up parent info sheets.
Turn in homework after allowing students to share their favorite question (volunteers only) and/or ask a question of another student.
Give CHAMPS Warm-up guidelines

Do first warm-up on warm-up paper in comp book – will use same page for each warm-up this week 

Warm-up includes analogy, relationship sentence, HISD Mini Lesson #2 engage question

Do “Tour of Room” and begin rules and procedures HW during tour
Review CHAMPS for small groups and in small group, write out a list of what the rule your group is assigned LOOKS like and SOUNDS like. Share out. Post these on chart paper near our rules poster.

Remind students of quiz over rules and procedures on Friday

Day Four Necessities:

Check rules and procedures homework in class, take grade, and allow students to keep so they can study for quiz tomorrow.

Review CHAMPS guide for small groups.

Pass out questions on slips of paper (exact questions that will be on quiz) – one per group. Pass out dry erase boards. Have students take one selfie of whole group with question and correct answer written on dry erase board.

Show selfies?? Or dry erase boards to whole class (need to look up how to do this)

	Explore:
Review (min):
	Ask for synonyms for the word champ (winner, champion, tops, best) – which we all want to be!! So, this year we’ll use CHAMPS guidelines for our activities. Go over each letter briefly for the upcoming sharing activity.

Get to know each other by sharing Self-Portrait by doing Kagan’s Stand Up, Hand Up, Pair Up. Share one item from portrait and go to next person. Do share activity for about 4 minutes
Turn in self-portrait for a grade 
	ELA Leson Engage: 

Watch “Do Not Read This” video and respond to questions about reading in literacy notebook. (HISD Unit 1, Lesson 1)
Mini Lesson:

Discuss power of reading and read “The Librarian of Basra” (on HPL Tumblebooks)
	Review answer to engage question done during warm-up.

Model how to choose a just right book and introduce “reading as thinking” with Think Aloud (see HISD Unit 1, Lesson 2)
	After reviewing warm-up question – teacher leads class discussion on setting goals and reads aloud Than You Mr. Falker. Teacher introduces classroom reading procedures and models how to use the reading log. (HISD Unit 1, Lesson 3)
	Model using sticky notes to document important thoughts while reading (HISD Unit 1, Lesson 5)
Have students read independently from A World of Possible

	
	Explain:
Guided Practice (min):
	Ask - Why do almost all teachers give you a class syllabus on the first day?  Take students answers very briefly. Add (if not given) so that you will know how to do well in class. Ask, what other material have you read that is similar to a class syllabus? (Possible answer – game directions, park rules, etc.)
Directions:
Choose three of the eight sections to read with your small group – the three you most want to know about. (We’ll go over all the sections so you know everything you need to know by the end of the day tomorrow!) As you read each of your sections, underline the most important info (not everything – just the most important facts) AND jot down any questions you have for me in the margin
Model using think aloud for first section – underline most important info and jot question in margin

	Guide students to set up literacy notebooks 
	Review how to choose a book and give students time to choose books by passing tubs around.
Before beginning to choose books: 

Explain class dojo and begin to give on-task points during the next two activities (choosing books and reading silently)


	Teacher shows what a completed reading log might look like and helps students begin to fill out their reading log
	Explain and model purposeful talk (Unit 1, Lessons 4 and 5)


	
	Elaborate:
Independent Practice (min):
	Allow small groups to finish reading 3 syllabus sections after going over CHAMPS guidelines for the activity

	Students complete Reading Interest Inventory (in teacher resources for Unit 1, Lesson 1)
	Students read independently
(Go over CHAMPS for independent reading).
	Students read independently and record in their reading log.
	Use sticky notes and purposeful talk guidelines to hold a small group discussion

	
	Evaluate:
Closing ( min.):
	Thinking of questions you wrote on syllabus and most important ideas you underlined, and meetings with your classmates:
Write down one thing you learned, one question you have, and one wish you have for this year.

Turn in exit ticket AND syllabus (to use again tomorrow)
	Write about a book or other reading material that has taught you something. 
(Provide sentence stems 
Examples:

I’ve learned from ______.

________ taught me _____________.

I read ________, and it taught me __________.
	Explain in complete sentences why you chose the book you chose today.
	Practice rules and procedures quiz
