Model using text about Donald Trump or short text about family or about new school year (need to find)

	Silent reading (Go over grade given for this – set to read quickly, reading entire time, responses)
Question writing for interview 
	Complete BOY independently
If finished early – add to interview questions or read silently
	Interview partner using questions written Monday – take notes of answers with partner’s help
Read silently. Visualize as you read.
	Independent Reading:

Finish making connections practice on your own using post-its using Priscilla and the Wimp
Share connections in purposeful talk

Put up on board in back of room with Making Connections label
Independent Writing:

Write up your interview.

For ESL students, write as a perfect paragraph.

For Pre-AP students, choose genre that fits what you would like to do with the information and begin writing.
