* Literacy Notebook - an interactive notebook in which readers and writers record work and notes 


	* I Pick Strategy – a strategy readers may use to choose an appropriate independent reading book 

* Just Right Book - a book that is at an appropriate level of difficulty 

* Five Finger Rule – a strategy that readers may use to find a just right book 


	* Goal – something that you are trying to do or achieve 

* Reading Log – a chart readers use to keep track of the texts, time, and pages that they read 


	* Purposeful Talk – guidelines for classroom discussion 

* S.L.A.N.T – Sit up, Look at the person talking, Activate your thinking, Nod your head, Take turns talking

	Lesson Cycle
	Engage: 

Warm-Up/Opening (min)
	Students watch “Do Not Read This” video and respond to questions in Literacy Notebooks.
	Students read quote about reading and respond to questions in Literacy Notebook.
	Students respond to questions about the importance of setting goals.

*Go over the BOY Reading and Writing with students
	Students write about a time when they were hurt by words and a time when they used words to solve a problem. *Go over BOY Reading and Writing with students.
	Students take online short-term memory test and discuss strategies to increase memory.

	
	Explore:
Review (min):
	Discuss the reasons why people read.  Ask students if they read anything over the summer.  Have students to share.
Read Children’s Book Chrysanthemum to class.

	* If time allows, consider providing each group of students with a bin of books to look through and choose from. Tomorrow’s lesson will focus on how to choose books. 


	* Tell students that they will have time to look through the classroom library and choose an independent reading book. Encourage students to use the “I PICK” and Five Finger Rule strategies and provide support as needed. * Remind students that because reading is thinking, the classroom should be a quiet place during independent reading time, so that readers can focus. 


	* Using the document camera, model documenting your own reading on a Reading Log. Show students how to store the Reading Log in their Literacy Notebook using your own. 


	Consider conducting a fishbowl, or another small group demonstration to the class as a whole. Seeing a good example will help students be successful in small groups and maximize instructional time. 

Guide students into conducting a fishbowl activity.  



	
	Explain:
Guided Practice (min):
	Teacher tells      students about the power of reading and reads aloud The Librarian of Basra. Teachers guides students in setting up Literacy Notebooks.

	Teacher models how to choose a just right book and introduces “Reading as Thinking” with Think Aloud.
	Teacher leads class discussion on setting goals and reads aloud Thank You Mr. Faulkner. Teacher introduces classroom reading procedures and models how to use a Reading Log.
	Teacher reads aloud from Open A World of Possible and explains the Purposeful Talk guidelines.
	Teacher models using sticky notes to document important thoughts and excerpts while reading.

	
	Elaborate:
Independent Practice (min):
	Students complete Reading Interest Inventory.

	Students choose a “just right” book from the classroom library and practice Independent Reading.
	Students read independently and document their reading in Reading Log.
	Students read independently from Open A World of Possible and discussion the text with a group using Purposeful Talk guidelines.
	Students practice using sticky notes to document thinking while reading and then use their notes to discuss their reading with a group using Purposeful Talk.

	
	Evaluate:
Closing ( min.):
	Students write about a book that has changed their life or taught them something.
	Students write about the “just right” book they chose and why they chose it.
	Students write about their goals as readers.
	Students write about benefits and possible uses for Purposeful Talk guidelines.
	Students write about a note they made while reading.
