School Profile

E.O. Lovett Elementary Fine Arts Magnet School is a 2016 National Blue-Ribbon School located in southwest Houston in the Meyerland Community and serves students in grades K-5. All students at Lovett participate in the school wide fine arts magnet. Lovett was named for the first president of Rice University and welcomed the first group of students in September of 1957. The fine arts program was established over 35 years ago, by dedicated parents and community members. Lovett was rated a B school in the 18-19 school year, met all standards and earned four distinctions. Our Fine Arts Magnet offerings include Band, Orchestra, Chorus, Physical Education, and Art. We are a diverse campus with approximately 50% neighborhood students and 50% magnet students. Our student population consisted of 685 students with approximately 26% African American, 25% Hispanic, 34% White and 10% Asian. Our Native American population is less than 1%. In addition, 36% of our population is Economically Disadvantaged, 38% Gifted and Talented, 12% are Limited English Proficient (LEP); and 7% Special Education students. We offer an extended day program that runs from 3:05 p.m. to 6:00 p.m. daily. Our average daily attendance rate for the 18-19 school year was 96.7%.  The weekly schedule for Lovett students includes two days of a fine arts emphasis, two days of PE, and one day of art.  We focus heavily on excellence in both our academic and fine arts program.  We integrate academics and our fine arts program, and we believe this leads to higher levels of critical thinking, problem solving skills and increased self-esteem. 
Goals

· In the 19-20 school year the percentage of students scoring at the master’s level on STAAR Reading will increase from 42% to 52 % as measured by 2020 STAAR Reading scores.

· In the 19-20 school year, the percentage of students scoring at the meets level on STAAR Writing will increase from 45% to 60% as measured by 4th grade STAAR Writing scores

· In the 19-20 school year, the percentage of students scoring at the master’s level on STAAR Math will increase from 49% to 55 % and the percentage of students meeting standards will increase from 71% to 80% as measured by 2020 STAAR Math Scores
· In the 19-20 school year, we will increase our average attendance from 96.8% to 98% 

· 100% of Lovett students will receive at least one positive behavior referral for displaying the Lovett three R's (Respect, Responsible, Ready)
· In the 19-20 School year, Lovett Elementary students will write on grade level as measured by teacher created rubrics, writing portfolio progress, and 2020 4th grade STAAR Writing scores 
· Increase the number of teachers on campus trained in CPR from 35 to 50
· In the 19-20 school year the percentage of students in the Fit and Fittest category of the Fitness Gram will increase from 72% to 76%

· At least 50% of English Language Learners in grades 1-5 will progress at least one proficiency level on their TELPAS Composite Rating
