I. Celebrations 
• Meet the Techer taking place on August 18. Teachers and classrooms are ready to welcome 

students and parents.  
 

II. Health & Safety 
• We will continue with fire drills and forms submitted on OneSource on Friday. 
• Always keep all doors locked on campus and on grounds. 
• Monitor Visitors and walk them to office if they do not have a visitor tag. 
• Repairs have been noted for outside fence. 
• During the summer two incidents occurred, cameras have been reported to be fixed. 
• We are requesting HISD police be more visible in the surrounded area. 
• Adjustments have been made for arrival and dismissal procedures to facilitate the flow of 

students. The adjustments will increase the safety of the students. The lower grade levels are 
dismissed on the side doors. At 3:00 p.m., all students are dismissed from the main entrance. 

• Clip boards provided for fire drill practices. 
• Blinds need to be replaced in Room 1 and Room 2. 
• Back gate should always be closed. 
• Back gate for vehicles should be always closed unless the bus is passing. 
• It is not required to wear masks, but everyone is welcomed to wear them. Temperature check is 

done at arrival for students. Masks and hand sanitizer are available at arrival for students that 
want to wear them. 

• Monkey Pox- encourage students to wash hands, and not share food.
