In addition, the MLA (or other citation styles) are provided so that students can now cite their pictures or any other works that they use. I have used NBC learn to give students information that is relevant to today. For example, we were talking about new weapons of WWI and I showed them a 3 minute report on weapons used today (Drones). I learned a lot from the 3 minute report and they did too.  Instead of printing a lot of documents, students have access to Edmodo and eventually we will be switching over so that they can use the HUB to retrieve important documents for class and home study.
