Warm-Up/Opening (min)
	Think-Pair-Share 

Have each student list 5 important firsts in his/her life, for example, their first day of school, their first crush, etc. Allow students to share their list with a partner.
	
	Literacy Routines: Turn the Light On
Graphic Organizer and Think Aloud
Using page 1 of the Strategy: SPRITES Chart [See Unit Resources folder] discuss each category briefly, reminding students of the ESPN categorization framework. Then distribute the SPRITES Chart Comparing Early Civilizations [See Unit Resources folder] and a refer students to a world map as a student reference to discuss the location [Setting] of each of the River Valley Civilizations. One possibility is to display the website mentioned below to illustrate the effect of physical geographic factors on the development of early civilizations.

Have students locate the 4 major river civilizations on a map. Then check to make sure they know by have them ‘TALK BACK TO A PARTNER TO VERIFY CORRECTNESS.

Summarizing and Note Taking
Summary Frame
One strategy to help students understand cause and effect of geographic and human factors is a summary frame such as: If x…Then xx… Pose the following
· If there are mountains…then …let students finish the statement [people usually don’t live there unless they have to]. 

· If there is a river or seacoast…then [people settle there first] because…. 

· If there is fertile soil…then…

Help students understand that there can be several “thens” [effects]…not always just one…

Graphic Organizer and Think Aloud
Use the Babylonians (in Mesopotamia) as the model and discuss each remaining category of the SPRITES Chart Comparing Early Civilizations [See Unit Resources folder] briefly, emphasizing that these categories represent human geographic factors:

· Politics

· Religion

· Innovation – this can include arts also

· Technology

· Economy 

· Society
Direct students to the and ask each student to complete the following sentence starters citing specific supporting details from the chart:

Defining the Neolithic Agricultural Revolution 

The first farmers created the first cities. The rise of cities was a central feature in the development and spread of the river valley civilizations. As a class, use the Frayer Model to define the Neolithic agricultural revolution. 

Creating Question Stems with Blooms

What is a turning point in history? 

Students will work with a partner and read about Early Human Society using the TEKS World History book by Jarrett Publishing, pages 46-48. Use the highest 3 levels to create questions and answers as a review. 

Graphic Organizer 

Use a cause and effect graphic organizer or the handout Neolithic Revolution Cause and Effect to help students categorize and summarize the causes of the Neolithic Revolution and the ultimate effect of the growth of early river valley civilizations.
