Important Information

Before school: Students are to be dropped off
in the proper carpool lane, not in the street or at the
corner no earlier than 8:00 AM.

Absences: Send the Attendance Clerk a written
excuse stating the reason for the absence and a phone
number for verification. The excuse must be turned in
within 3 days of the absence.
