January 25, 2011 – With the 82nd Legislature considering record cuts in public education funding, parents and community members from the Cypress-Fairbanks, Houston, Spring, and Spring Branch Independent School Districts are invited to participate in a legislative training to learn about the legislative process and how districts, parents and community leaders can work together on legislative issues that will affect children all over Harris County.

“We want to make sure that our parents and community members have a better understanding of how the state’s budget shortfall will impact our schools,” said HISD Government Relations Director Rebecca Flores.

Experts on the legislative process will provide important information to parents and community members about the legislative process how to work within that process to effectively communicate with elected officials.
