You can buy these at
most stores, such as Walmart or Target, in the school supply
or office section. 

Directions: On your poster, answer the questions on this sheet about the book you
chose to read for the summer. You can hand write your answers to the questions
directly onto the poster, or you can type your answers, print, and glue them onto
your poster. Either way, please make sure your poster is neat and easy to read. 

Basic things to include on the poster: 
The title and author of the book
At least one picture (either of the book or of a picture that connects somehow
to the book)
Your name

Questions to answer on the poster:
What is the main focus of the book? 
What is the significance/importance behind the topic of the book? Explain.
If your book is telling the story of something that happened in a specific place:
When does the story take place? What effect does the setting (specifically date
and location) have on the story?
Examine the title of your book. What is the depth and relevance of the title?
Does the book contain any controversial material or themes? If so, do you feel
it added or subtracted to the book?
What was your favorite passage from the book? Why?
Were there any parts in particular that you didn't like? If so, why?
Identify 2-3 themes of the book and explain how they are present throughout.
How do they aid in understanding or appreciating the book?
If your book was based on a central argument, what was it? Do you agree
with it? What evidence did the author use to build their argument?
What point of view is the book written? Does the author put themselves into
the book by using "I"? How would it differ if told from a different POV?
Who would you recommend this book to? Why would they enjoy it?
