Syllabus for World History Spring 2015

Textbook: World History (Glencoe)

Course Requirements
The State of Texas has directed that all World History courses include instruction on specific Texas Essential Knowledge and Skills (TEKS). You are expected to acquire certain knowledge and develop specific skills regarding World History.

Reporting categories:
· Reporting Category 1: History 8000 BC to AD 1750
The student will demonstrate an understanding of issues and events in world history from 8000 BC to AD 1750.
· Reporting Category2: History 1750 to the Present
The student will demonstrate an understanding of issues and events in world history from 1750 to the present.
· Reporting Category 3: Geography and Culture
The student will demonstrate an understanding of geographic and cultural influences on world history.
· Reporting Category 4: Government and Citizenship
The student will demonstrate an understanding of civics and the historical development of government.
· Reporting Category 5: Economics, Science, Technology, and Society
The student will demonstrate an understanding of economic and technological influences on world history.

[bookmark: _GoBack]In addition, general Social Studies skills will be evaluated, however, they will not be reported separately; they will be incorporated into test questions from the five reporting categories.

Student Responsibilities

Students are responsible for the following non-negotiable 4 P’s.
1. Be Present (come to class everyday and be on time!)
2. Be Prepared (have a notebook and pen or pencil)
3. Be a Participant (be an active member of your World History classroom community, complete all work on time, and be a positive addition to your class)
4. Be POLITE (be respectful of other people and their property)

In addition, all school and district rules must be followed. 

Failing to follow the 4 P’s or any school or district rule will result in disciplinary action in accordance with the HISD Code of Conduct and Milby High School policies.

Course Grades
Semester grades are determined as follows:
25% 1st Six Weeks Grade
25% 2nd Six Weeks Grade
25% 3rd Six Weeks Grade
25% Final Exam Grade


Final Exam
The semester exam will consist of multiple-choice, short answer, and a pre-determined essay (you will be given the topic before the exam so that you may prepare). It will evaluate the entire semester of instruction and students will be able to use their class notes during the exam. The exam must be completed in the allotted period.

Six Weeks Grades
Your six weeks’ grade will be determined as follows:
30% Unit Tests
45% Classwork Exercises
15% Quizzes and Special Projects
10% Homework and Notebook 

Grading Categories:

Tests 
· There will be two unit tests each six weeks as shown above. Tests will consist of multiple-choice, short answer and occasionally a predetermined essay.  These questions will test your ability to apply social studies questions to the knowledge you have learned.  You may be asked to read a map, chart, or graph; understand a picture, cartoon, or diagram, or analyze a quotation. You will be able to use your class notes during the test. 
· If you are here on the day of the test, you must take the test. If you are absent, you have 10 school days to make up the test after school.
· Retesting: If you fail a test, you can retake the test to improve your grade. The retest will cover the same learned knowledge as the initial test but the questions on the retest will be different. You will receive the higher of the two grades. You must retest within 10 school days of the original test.

Classwork
· All classwork will be completed in class.
· If you were absent, you will be expected to either make up the work OR will be excused from the assignment (meaning you do not get a grade – either bad or good – it’s excused). Whether you are required to make up the assignment or not is at the sole discretion of Mr. Guerrero and will depend on the activity. It is YOUR responsibility to ask!
· If you skip a class or are sent to the Assistant Principal and don’t go, you will receive a 0 on any classwork done that day.
· If you fail an assignment, you can redo the assignment and improve your grade. There is no excuse for failing a classwork assignment! Mr. Guerrero is there to help- ask questions!
Quizzes
· On some days, learning will be checked and evaluated by a quiz. These quizzes will consist of multiple choice questions, no more than 10. You will have approximately 15 minutes to take the quiz.
· You will be able to use your class notes during the quiz.
· If you were absent, you will either be excused from making up the quiz or asked to complete it at home. Again, this is at the sole discretion of Mr. Guerrero.
· If you skip class or are sent to the Assistant Principal and don’t go, you will receive a 0 on any quiz taken that day.
· If you fail a quiz, you can retake it and improve the grade for that quiz.

Notebook
You are required to have a separate World History notebook. It must be at least 1 ½” in size. It will be divided into 5 sections with dividers as follows-

Objective, Self-Assessments, and Do- Nows
Notes
Classwork
Readings
Quizzes and Tests

· You will receive a calendar and Table of Contents provided. Notebooks will be graded immediately after every Unit Test.
· Unless you are absent, notebooks not turned in on the due date must be turned in the very next class period. Notebooks turned in LATE will have 20 points deducted.
· If you were absent on the day the notebook was due, you will turn it in the day you return to school along with an excused absence.
· You can retake and improve the grade given for your notebook.

Academic Honesty
If you cheat on any test, quiz, project, and/or classwork – either by copying someone else’s work or by allowing your work to be copied or by receiving an answer or giving an answer to another student – you will receive a zero. Don’t do it. Period.

Extra Credit
Opportunities for extra credit exist at Mr. Guerrero’s discretion. Please ask if you are interested. However, NO extra credit will be allowed if you have zeros, or have work outstanding. Remember, it is very hard to receive a zero in this class!
Special Education Modifications
If you desire to go to Content Mastery for assistance in working on a classroom assignment, you need only ask.

Conduct Grade
Unexcused absences, dress code violations, excessive tardies, failure to attend assigned detention, and misbehavior in class will be reasons for receiving less than excellent/satisfactory conduct grades.

COURSE HELP

I have chosen to be teacher because I enjoy working with students and want you to SUCCEED. If you need help – ASK ME!! I am willing to assist any student in understanding the day’s lesson, helping you with a classroom assignment, or tutoring you prior to a test or re-test. I am available most days after school, and some days before school. Simply ask me for time in which you can receive assistance.

THE MOST COMMON REASON STUDENTS ARE NOT SUCCESSFUL IN THIS CLASS 
· They are absent on the day of a test and don’t make up the test after school!!!
· They are sent to the Assistant Principal but don’t go and get a 0 on the work for that day.
· They skip class and get a 0 on the work for that day.
