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Parents of students who are not yet proficient in English worry about not being able to support their child’s English language development at home. Parents who are not yet fluent in English and only use their native language at home wonder if solely using the native language will hinder their child’s ability to learn English and subsequently compromise their ability to be academically successful. 
Believe it or not, the native language is your child’s most valuable resource. There is growing evidence that the home language of English learners supports academic success (Genesee & Lindholm-Leary,  in press). According to research, by supporting your child in developing listening, speaking, reading, and writing skills in the home language, you are helping them develop these skills in English by providing them the opportunity to build strong receptive and expressive language skills. There is evidence that the development of strong language skills in the native language supports the development of oral and literacy skills in a second language. Moreover, having a large vocabulary in the native language supports your child’s ability to learn and expand their vocabulary in the second language.  Children greatly benefit from the ability to communicate in more than one language when given the opportunity to develop strong language skills in both the native language and in English. Taking an additive approach to language learning supports bilingualism and biliteracy. Knowing two or more languages can have positive cognitive, communicative, cultural, affective, and economic long-term benefits.  To this end, I encourage you to support your child’s academic progress by providing opportunities to develop strong native language and English skills.  The Texas Education Agency (TEA) English Learner Support Division has compiled a variety of helpful websites to support families with English learners at home. Ray K. Daily Elementary

It is through the eyes of Principal Tiet and her camera 
that we capture a glimpse into the flourishing 
campus known as Daily Elementary.  She shares with 
us images of happy children interacting with one 
another, students’ whose dual language environment 
fosters three goals: bilingualism/biliteracy, high 
academic achievement in both languages and 
sociocultural competence.  As Daily’s Leader, Cindy W. 
Tiet, describes the campus faculty as “a very close-knit 
vertical dual language team which fosters ongoing 
conversations around how we can best help our 
students.  In addition to being a part of the vertical 
team, each DL teacher also plans with their content 
area colleagues in their grade level.  They share 
instructional strategies, student successes, activities, 
and resources during their Professional Learning 
Communities.  Teachers have ongoing conversations 
about their students who have participated in the 
program; it is rewarding for our Kindergarten and 1st 
grade DL teachers to hear how their former students 
are currently thriving in 3rd and 4th grades.  All while 
sustaining a positive culture.”
A significant percentage of Daily’s students have 
been enrolled in the DL program over multiple years 
which has contributed to their success in developing 
true biliteracy by the end of 5th grade.  The cohort of 
students and their families form strong relationships 
with one another since each class transitions to 
the next grade level together.  Principal Tiet notes 
how their students begin to gain confidence, while 
developing leadership skills and providing support to 
their campus’ newcomer students. 

Ms. Tiet shares more about Daily Elementary… “it is 
a very diverse school, and we like to highlight all the 
different cultures that our students represent.  This 
year, for Hispanic Heritage Month, our celebration 
culminated in a SCHOOL-WIDE Hispanic Heritage 
parade where all classes, both DL and non-DL, 
represented their learning of different Hispanic 
countries and others showcased their learning of 
important Hispanic individuals who have made 
significant contributions to our society.”  Principal Tiet recognizes that while her staff is 

instrumental in providing their student body the 
guidance needed to succeed in a structured and 
challenging program such as the Dual program; 
she also credits the strong relationships developed 
between parents and teachers from the beginning 
through consistent communication.

Austin High School 

The dual language pathway program at Austin High 

School is a perfect opportunity for our newcomers 

and existing students to utilize their biliteracy, which 

is a superpower. There has never been dual language 

instruction at Austin High School, and we are excited 

to be launching the program for the first time. The 

program at Austin High School is part of the pipeline in 

which students from dual language elementaries and 

middle schools in our feeder pattern can have a place 

to continue their language journey, grow, and take it to 

the next level. 

Austin High School will launch the program with 

one 9th-grade cohort of 20-25 students, including 

newcomer students. The program will include AP 

Spanish, AP Spanish Literature, and Algebra 1 in Spanish. 

This is all part of a concerted effort to encourage Austin 

students to be biliterate, go into the teaching profession, become certified bilingual teachers, and fill the increasing 

vacancies in HISD. But most importantly it will help us meet the needs of our community. Austin faculty and staff are 

actively recruiting students, communicating with parents, and collaborating with higher education institutions to 

achieve this goal. Ultimately, students should be able to thrive both in their native language and in English, which will 

give them an advantage in their future careers.

Scarborough High School

The dual language program at Scarborough High 

school began because I saw that there were only a 

handful of dual language high schools in the country. 

With the help of the Office of School Choice, we realized 

that there is a need in our community to have a dual 

language high school campus. We have many dual 

language elementary schools and middle schools 

in HISD, yet no dual language high schools for these 

students to attend. As a result, we will begin offering 

a World Language Spanish; Social Studies will also be 

offered in Spanish. 

Both students who are zoned to our campus and the 

ones who would like to apply to the magnet program 

will be able to apply to the dual language pathway 

program. We want to include our newcomer students 

for them to feel welcome. We would like to provide opportunities for them to thrive both in their native language and 

in English. We will start our program with one 9th-grade cohort of 20-25 students.

We have been working closely with our Multilingual Department and World Language Curriculum Department to 

develop a good solid background for our program model. We will continue with this collaboration in the hope of 

improving our program in the future. We will also focus on better communication with our parents, through creating 

options for them to be involved in the process of developing our dual language program.

Our school will benefit from the dual language program by serving as a bridge for our newcomer students and give 

them a chance to be academically successful, in both English and Spanish. For students attending dual language 

elementary schools and middle schools, we are providing them a chance to continue their path to become biliterate. 

When our students graduate from Scarborough, they will be fully bilingual and biliterate, which will prepare them for 

the professional world.
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As both a Houston 

ISD employee 

and a mother, I 

recognize the value 

in being bilingual. 

Besides the obvious 

economic benefits, 

being bilingual 

actually increases 

your brain power. 

It makes you better 

at multi-tasking, 

focusing your 

attention, and 

problem-solving. 

The out-of-the-

box thinking that 

bilingual individuals 

possess also allows 

for greater creativity. Research shows that 

bilingual students outperform monolingual 

students in cognitive skills, social skills, literacy, 

and emotional skills. If that is not enough, more 

recent research has shown that a bilingual person 

ages more slowly, even delaying diseases like 

dementia and Alzheimer’s. This results in longer 

and more satisfying lives.

For this reason, I have pursued bilingualism 

both personally and professionally. I worked 

ridiculously hard in college to become bilingual.  

I attended Spanish film nights and collaborated 

with the free tutor on campus. I attended every 

Spanish class I could get my hands on and spent 

hundreds of hours in the Spanish lab watching 

telenovelas and practicing my grammar. All of 

this, so I could not only be bilingual myself, but 

also so I could help students achieve bilingualism. 

I have ensured that my son is bilingual as well by 

placing him in a dual language program here in 

Houston ISD. I am proud to say that he is now in 

the sixth grade and is not only bilingual, but also 

biliterate and bicultural.

I encourage you to value your home language 

and keep that language going strong in your 

family for generations. While you embrace English 

and American customs and culture, do not let go 

of your own language, customs, and traditions. 

Aim for your children and grandchildren to be 

bilingual, biliterate, and bicultural. As the saying 

goes, “Quien sabe dos lenguas vale por dos,” or 

“A man who knows two languages is worth two 

men.”  Make sure you show your children the 

value in what they bring to the world.

My own child was a part of the program at Herod, 

benefitting greatly from the diverse friendships and the 

development of true bilingualism and biliteracy.   Being 

a Spanish speaker is now part of her core identity and 

something she will rely on for the rest of her life. It was a 

true gift to learn about the power of the program and be 

able to support it as both a principal and a parent.  

These are the reasons why I decided to enroll my daughters in a dual language 

program:• I wanted to make sure my daughters would develop their skills in their native 

language, Spanish, while also learning English more quickly than students in 

English-only programs. I was afraid they would not be able to bond with their 

Spanish-speaking family members because they did not know the language. 

I knew learning English was going to happen no matter what, therefore it was 

important to make sure they learnt, not just the Spanish we use at home, but 

academic Spanish.
• Because dual-language immersion programs generally consist of an even mix 

of native speakers of both languages, students from both groups help one 

another as they acquire the other language forming close connections with each 

other. That interaction can also help develop a keen sense of cultural awareness. 

My daughters formed bonds with a diverse group of people with rich diverse 

cultures. They not only are proficient in the language, but they are socio-culturally 

competent and have a wide variety of relationships and friends that come from 

quite diverse cultural backgrounds.

• Being bilingual, biliterate, and bicultural will open doors for my daughters as they 

engage more effectively with other cultures using their second language skills.
